ELIGIBILITY AND DEADLINES 

• All memberships run from January 1st to December 31st of the calendar year. 

• The OADG membership deadline is April 1st, to retain voting privileges and for January-March scores to be 
included towards year-end awards 

• After April 1st, membership will be accepted but show scores will only be included towards year-end 
awards from the date of joining. 

• Rider and at least one owner of the horse must be members to be eligible for year-end awards  

• All OADG members participating in OADG shows and clinics must be members of the Ontario Equestrian 
(OE) or equivalent PTSO e.g. Cheval Quebec for insurance purposes. It is recommended that clinic 
organizers ask for participant OE or PTSO number. 

• Memberships must be renewed with CADORA National no later than July 1st, to qualify for their awards. 
You may use our OADG form to join CADORA National along with your OADG application. Note: Cadora 
National does not include Cadora Ontario. Each must be joined separately. You may join CADORA Ontario 
on the OE website. 

 
RECEIPT OF MEMBERSHIP 

• Membership is valid as of the date the completed form and fee are both received by the OADG 
membership director.  

• Please do not send to the OADG membership director any Ontario Equestrian (OE), Equine Canada (EC) or 
Dressage Canada (DC) memberships. These should be sent directly to the respective OE or EC membership 
offices.
